Every	three	years	our	church	leadership	and	those	
involved	in	children’s	or	youth	ministry	are	required	
to	complete	the	basic	‘Breaking	the	Silence’	child	
protection	training.		Unfortunately	due	to	COVID-19	we	have	been	unable	
to	schedule	a	training	day	on-site	at	MacChap.		The	majority	of	us	are	due	to	
complete	this	training	and	will	therefore	be	required	to	complete	the	online	
training	offered	by	Jericho	Road	(see	link	below).		Juli	will	be	sending	an	email	
reminder	to	those	required	to	complete	the	training,	however	others	may	also	
wish	to	do	so.		The	online	training	takes	approximately	two	hours	to	complete	
and	includes	a	quiz	on	completion,	which	is	evaluated	by	the	Presbyterian	
Church	NSW	Conduct	Protocol	Unit.
